What happened with
HolyTrinity

Themember ship of Holy Trinity isdecliningwith alarming rates after
the 1990's. It must consider moving again, for the second timein itslong
life as the oldest institution in our community. President Demetrios
L ogothetistogether with the Parish Council and Rev. Kaloudisand with
the blessing of the then Metropolitan lakovos started the processin
2006, by first moving the Academy to its new home on Lake Cook Rd.
The debt was $6M with a very low interest rate, subsidized by the
$200,000 collected from the Chicago Public Schools for leasing the old
Socrates School building next tothechurch. Inthefirst few years, $2.5M
of contributions were raised, a new priest Rev. Soterios Malamis was
hired tohold servicesin theauditorium of thenew school building, mem-
bership increased, the day school enrollment jumped to 170 students
(plus 300 studentsin the evening and Saturday school programs).

Father Kaloudis backtracks, he is afraid of loosing control, and
progress freezes. Father Soterios was practically pushed out by Fr.
Kaloudis, the Metropolitan disagrees but does not stop it. Now, Holy
Trinity isnavigating in two boats, naturally it sinks. Holy Trinity and the
Academy fall apart.

All efforts to avert the situation failed. The Kulis Foundation pro-
posed a debt split of 2/3 for Academy and 1/3 for Holy Trinity and of-
fered tofinancially help a settlement. Holy Trinity refused. Therewasa
gap of $500 thousand between them and thevoid in leader ship could not
bridge it. Again, very recently, Mr. Logothetis, with the full backing
from the Foundation for Hellenic Education and Culture putstogether
a $4M plus $500K offer for the building on Lake Cook. Holy Trinity
refused, anticipating moreby sdllingtheproperty toan apartment building
developer. This, apparently, without duediligenceneither by Holy Trin-
ity nor the M etropoliswhether rezoningwaspossible. Holy Trinity evicts
the Academy with the approval of the Metropalis.

The Metropolitan Council continuously demonstrated itsideological
bias and alwayssaw thisasarivalry between the church and the* Greek”
school. They argue that schools are not ministries of the Church. The
“Greek” schoolsdrug the church down from fulfilling its mission in the
US, they say. Littlethey understand, that nooneistalking about “ Greek”
schools any more. It is about good Day Schools under the influence of
the Church and our culture, relevant to the success of our studentsin
theUSand equally important to the successful futureof thechurch. The
other Christian denominationsincluding the Jewsdojust that.

The building on Lake Cook remains vacant, its value is about half
what the Academy offer. The Bank isforeclosing on Holy Trinity.

Now, Holy Trinity plays the role of the victim, its supposedly blood
drained by the suburbaniteswho wanted to build a school for their kids.
It would have been much easier had the Academy closed, therefore no
debt, then Holy Trinity would collect the rent from the school building,
perform mostly funerals of the continuously declining member ship and
collect from trisagia over their gravesand wait for theinevitable.

Recently, the new M etropolitan di not stop yet another frivolous act,
a suit against the Academy and mainly D. Logothetis for violation of
fiduciary duty, hoping to collect $18M from hisinsurance. Such accusa-
tionsdo not have any legal precedent for non profit organizations. Does
the M etropolis under stand what kind of flood gatesit openswith such a
suit? It isnot about misappropriation of funds, it is about making deci-
sions when running a non profit future board and them be afraid of
punitive damages by a future board, retrospectively, if it does not agree
with them. How many of us will be willing to participate in decision
making processes involving church institutions? Thereisnoend in sight.

It isdepressing to see how the entire community and thefuture of the
Parish was held hostageto a few.

Satement to National

My family and | are saddened that the Holy Trinity parish that | served for
over 35yearsisfacing thelossof the church pro-perty in Chicago. Many of us
realized years ago that due to changing demographics and declinesin church
attendance and the size of the congregation, the current location in Chicago
was not sustainable for thelong term. That iswhy we proposed to move the
parish to a new location in the suburbs and extend the life of this historic
institution.

Theactionsthat weretaken by Holy Trinity, starting back in 2004 with the
purchase of the Deerfield property, the transfer of the Socrates School to
Deerfield in 2006, and the plansto move Holy Trinity to Deerfield aswell, were
all undertaken pursuant to a car efully thought-out plan to further the mission
of Holy Trinity. Every step of theway, therelevant decisionswer e approved by
the parish council and the general assembly under the leader ship of Father
George Kaloudis, and the Metropolis. But ultimately, Father Kaloudis de-
cided that hedid not want to move Holy Trinity to Deerfield, and an opportu-
nity waslost.

| have not served on theHoly Trinity parish council over thelast fiveyears
and | was not part of the decisions made, including the reversal of course
regarding thetransition, that have led to further declinesin member ship and
revenue. Itissad that at the general assembly meeting this past Sunday, even
given the most urgent agenda of the possibletakeover by the bank, fewer than
forty membersshowed up.

But the act of some, who are apparently now making decisions for Holy
Trinity, to file a frivolous lawsuit against me, seeking a scapegoat and a per-
ceived “deep pocket” insurance policy, issimply outrageous. Thetrumped up
theory of thesuit isthat | had a*“ conflict of interest” because | wasthehead of
theparish council and also the head of the Academy that acquired the Socr ates
School and moved it to Deerfield. But there was no conflict of interest. The
goalsof Holy Trinity and the Academy wer e the same, asreflected in the Joint
Resolution that governed the transfer of the Socrates School to the Academy.
Indeed, Father George Kaloudis agreed to have his son Gus Kaloudis, a law-
yer, represent both Holy Trinity and the Academy in the various transactions
(all fully approved at all levels) associated with the move —which Gus could
have not have done had there been a conflict of interest between Holy Trinity
and theAcademy.

For morethan 35 years, | freely gave of my time and money to serve Holy
Trinity, contributing thousands of hours and donating or raising millions of
dollars. | did so without complaint and without ever taking a dime. It is
beyond sad for meper sonally to bethesubject of anill-considered and groundless
lawsuit filed by thechurch | loved and served. | hopethat under theleader ship
of our new Metropolitan Nathanael, the parish will withdraw thisfrivoloussuit
and focus on a constructive plan for moving forward to serve the congr ega-
tion. But if thesuit isnot withdrawn, | will defend the suit vigorously in court
and | expect to prevail and to obtain sanctions because the suit iswithout any
legal merit. | will dowhat | need to do to defend my reputation and protect
my family, for whom the church hasbeen the center of our lives, from baseless
attacks.

What istherea
meaning of Christmas?

For many, Christmasisthetimeto think of Jesus Christ asa baby in a manger.
While the birth of Christ is a special and miraculous event, it isn’t the primary
focus. The central truth of the Christmas story is this: the Child of Christmasis
God. Christmasisnot about the Savior’sinfancy; it isabout His deity. The humble
birth of Jesus Christ was never intended to conceal the reality that God was be-
ing born into the world.

But the modern world’s version of Christmas does just that. And consequently
for the greater part of humanity, Christmas has no legitimate meaning at all.

| don’t suppose anyone can ever fathom what it meansfor God to be born in a
manger. How does one explain the Almighty stooping to become a tiny infant?
Our minds cannot begin to under stand what was involved in God’s becoming man.
Nor can anyone explain how God could become a baby. Yet He did. Without for-
saking His divine nature or diminishing His deity, He was born into our world as
atiny infant.

He was fully human, with all the needs and emaotions that are common to us
all. Yet He was also fully God—all wise and all powerful.

For nearly 2,000 year s, debate has been raging about who Jesusreally is. Cults
and skeptics have offered various explanations. They’ll say He is one of many gods,
a created being, a high angel, a good teacher, a prophet, and so on. The common
thread of all such theoriesisthat they make Jesus less than God. But the biblical
evidence is overwhelming that this child in the manger was the incarnation of
God.

One passage in particular, written by the apostle Paul, captures the essence of
Jesus' divine nature and under scores the truths that make Christmas truly won-
derful.

“He is the image of the invisible God, the first born of all creation. For. . . all
things have been created by Him and for Him. And He is before all things, and in
Him all things hold together. He is also head of the body, the church; and Heisthe
beginning, the first born from the dead; so that He Himself might come to have
first place in everything. For it was the Father’s good pleasure for all the fullness
to dwell in Him, and through Him to reconcile all things to Himself, having made
peace through the blood of His cross.”

Ironically, some of the cults that deny Jesus deity suggest, for example, that
the phrase “the image of the invisible God” hintsthat Jesus was merely a created
being who bore the image of God in the same sense as all humanity. But the truth
is though we were created in God's likeness, we only resemble Him. Jesus, on the
other hand, is God’s exact image.

The Greek word translated “image” means a perfect replica, a precise copy, a
duplicate. Paul was saying that God Himself is fully manifest in the Person of His
Son, who is none other than Jesus Christ. He is the exact image of God. Jesus
Himself said, “He who has seen Me has seen the Father”

Scripture repeatedly says that God is invisible. But through Christ the invis-
ible God has been made visible. God’s full likeness is revealed in Him. Colossians
1:19 takes the truth a step further: “It was the Father’s good pleasure for all the
fullness to dwell in Him.” He is not just an outline of God; He is fully God.
Colossians 2:9 is even more explicit: “In Him all the fullness of Deity dwells in
bodily form.” Nothing is lacking. No attribute is absent. He is God in the fullest
possible sense, the perfect image.

In Colossians 1:15 Paul says Jesus is “the first born of all creation.” Those
who reject the deity of Christ have made much of that phrase, assuming it means
Jesus was a created being. But the word trandated “first born” describes Jesus
rank, not His origin. The first-born in a Hebrew family was the heir, the ranking
one, the one who had the right of inheritance. And in a royal family, he had the
right to rule. So Christ is the One who inherits all creation and the right to rule
over it. It doesn’t mean He was born first in order, for He wasn’t

Christ is not part of creation; He is the Creator, the very arm of God, active
from the beginning in calling the universe and all creatures into existence. John
1:3 says, “All things came into being by Him, and apart from Him nothing came
into being that has come into being.” That could not be true if He were Himself a
created being. Hebrews 1:2 also identifies Christ as the Creator. Christ was the
Person of the Trinity through whom the world was made and for whom it was
fashioned. The size of the univer se isincomprehensible. Who made all that? Some
scientists say there was this big explosion that eventually formed a primordial
swamp, and ... Science cannot explain it. God created it all. Who? The babe in
Bethlehem. He made everything.

For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever
believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life. Jn. 3:16 For by grace

you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves, itisthe gift of God.
Eph. 2:8 That if you confess with your mouth the Lord Jesus and believe in your
heart that God has raised Him from the dead, you will be saved. Rom. 10:9 When
the Author was in college, his faith was directly and indirectly attacked by evolu-
tion and secularism. The Author was lost in a sea of conflicting psychological theo-
ries, religions, philosophies and world views. The Author continued to be involved
and anchored within the Orthodox Church and with Protestant colleges. Three
monumental books however, would forever transform the Author’s worldview. One
was the book, The Genesis Record by Henry Morris whom the Author went to San
Diego, California to meet in person. The other book was Evidence That Demands A
Verdict, by Josh McDowell, and later updated as the New Evidence That Demands A
Verdict. The third book was Science Speaks, Scientific Proof of the Accuracy, Proph-
ecy and The Bible, by Peter W. Soner and Robert C. Newman. It isto the evidence
of the reliability of the historical text, and prophecy that one should turn to re-
solve doubts. Doubt is good, but it must collapse in the face of compelling evi-
dence. Historical text reliability, aswell as, 332 prophecies, fulfilled in Jesus Chrisgt,
compel a reasonable belief that the Bible is extraordinarily accurate and Jesus
Christ is the prophesied Messiah.

Historical Text

The Septuagint, the Greek tranglation of the Hebrew Scripturesi.e. the Old
Testament, was completed in the reign of Ptolemy Philadelphus, 285-246 B.C. M ost
scholars agree that the Old Testament, as we have it today, was completed circa
400 B.C.

To illustrate the extreme accuracy of the Old Testament text, Dr. Gleason L.
Archer, Jr.t a world authority on the Old Testament and who the Author had the
privilege to meet and study with, wrote:

For example, even though the two copies of Isaiah discovered in Qumran Cave
near the Dead Sea in 1947 were a thousand years earlier than the oldest dated
manuscript previously known (A.D. 980), they proved to be word for word identi-
cal with our standard Hebrew Bible in more than 95% of the text. The 5% of
variation consisted chiefly of obvious dlips of the pen and variations in spelling.
They do not affect the message of revelation in the slightest.2

Another authority haswritten:

In 144 cases of trandliteration from Egyptian, Assyrian, Babylonian and
M oabite into Hebrew and in 40 cases of the opposite, or 184 in all, theevidence
shows that for 2300 to 3900 years the text of the proper names in the Hebrew
Bible has been transmitted with the most minuteaccuracy. That the original
scribes should have written them with such close conformity to correct philogical
principles is a wonderful proof of their thorough care and scholarship; further,
that the Hebrew text should have been transmitted by copyists through so many
centuries is a phenomenon unequaled in the history of literature?®

Dr. Wilson further states that there were 40 kings living from 2000 B.C. to
400 B.C. and each appears in chronological order: With reference to the kings of
the same country and with respect to the kings of other countries... no stronger
evidence for the substantial accuracy of the Old Testament records could possibly
be imagined, than this collection of kings. In a footnote he computes the probabil-
ity of this accuracy occurring by chance. Mathematically, it is one chance
in750,000,000,000,000,000,000,000 that this accuracy is mere circumstance.*

To any fair-minded person, it becomes abundantly obvious that the Jewish
Rabbis and scribes guarded the transmission of the Hebrew text with minute accu-
racy. Does this accuracy also extend to the New Testament?

As one of the Author’s professors has so eloquently stated:...to be skepti-
cal of the resultant text of the New Testament books isto allow all classical antig-
uity to slip into obscurity, for no documentsof the ancient period are as well at-
tested bibliographically as the New Testament.®
