son without understanding the true meaning of Christmas. It’s okay! John the Bap-
tist who was to “prepare the way of the Lord” Matt. 3:1-12; 1s.40:1-11, and who
would declare, “behold the Lamb of God which takes away the sins of the world” Jn.
1:29, also was confused to have asked, “are you he that should come or are we to look
for another?” Matt. 11:3. It's okay! The Apostles who witnhesses and experienced su-
pernatural events scattered in the Garden of Gethsemane. 1t’s okay! The unrepentant
thief and the false religious leaders cheered, mocked, and taunted the Lord on the
cross, “if thou be the Christ, save yourself and us’ said the unrepentant thief and the
religious mob, “if thou be the King of Israel, let him now come down from the cross
and we will believe him.” Matt. 27:40-44.

So, it must be today, as it was at the time of Jesus Christ, many “went back
and walked no more with Him.” Jn. 6:66. So, it must be that many celebrate Christ-
mas without the cross. So, it must be that for many their Christmas tradition will be
celebrated with secular values and good times.

However, the true meaning of Christmas was the fulfillment of prophecy,
that the only begotten Son of God would be Incarnated in human flesh:

Now there were in the same country shepherds living out in the fields, keep-
ing watch over their flock by night. And behold, an angel of the Lord stood before
them, and theglory of the L ord shonearound them, and they weregreatly afraid. Then
the angel said to them, " Do not be afraid, for behold, | bring you good tidings of great
joy which will beto all people. For thereisborn to you thisday in the city of David a
Savior, who is Christ the Lord. And thiswill bethe sign to you: You will find a Babe
wrapped in swaddling clothes, lying in a manger.” And suddenly there was with the
angel a multitude of the heavenly host praising God and saying: “Glory to God in
the highest, And on earth peace, goodwill toward men!” So it was, when the

angels had gone away from them into heaven, that the shepherds said to one
another, “Let us now go to Bethlehem and see this thing that has come to pass, which
the Lord has made known to us.” And they came with haste and found Mary and Jo-
seph, and the Babe lying in a manger. Now when they had seen Him, they made widely
known the saying which was told them concerning this Child. And all those who
heard it marveled at those things which weretold them by the shepherds. But Mary
kept all these things and pondered themin her heart. Then the shepherds returned,
glorifying and praising God for all the things that they had heard and seen, as it was
told them. Lk. 2:8-20.

Thisis the true meaning of Christmas. That Jesus Christ the Lord would be
born at the fullness of time, in human flesh, “the Savior, who is Christ, the Lord”,
“that who so ever believesin Him should not parish but have eternal life.” Jn. 3:15.

One of the four Gospelsin Holy Scripture, recording the life of Jesus Christ,
opens with thewords*“In the beginning,” echoing the story of the creation in the Book
of Genesis:

In the beginning was the Logos, and the L ogos was with God, and he L ogos
was God. He was in the beginning with God. All things were made through Him, and
without Him nothing was made that was made. In Him was life, and the life was the
light of men. And thelight shinesin thedar kness, and the dar knessdid not c omprehend
it. In. 1:1-5

The Logos, the Lord Jesus Christ, created everything, but since the fall of
Adam and Eve, creation also awaits renewal:

For the creation was subjected to futility, not willingly, but because of Him
who subjected it in hope; because the creation itself also will be delivered from the
bondage of corruption into the gloriousliberty of the children of God. For we know
that the whole creation groans and labors with birth pangs together until now. Not
only that, but we also who havethe first fruits of the Spirit, even we ourselves
groan within ourselves, eagerly waiting for the adoption, the redemption of our
body. For we were saved in this hope, but hope that is seen is not hope; for why does
one still hope for what he sees? But if we hope for what we do not see, we eagerly
wait for it with perseverance. Rom. 8:20-25

The Doxology of the Angels has been a continual flow from generation to
generation by all faithful Christians and will continue until the Second Coming. In
part, even secular persons hear and sing various Christmas Doxologies.

Let us with joy sing: Joy to the World, Silent Night, Hark! the Harold Angels
Sing, O Come All Ye Faithful, the First Noel, Oh Holy Night, and the Orthodox Hymn,
the Birth of the Messiah.

Father John S. Romanides, so eloquently has written that “the purpose of
God'’s creation was for the Incarnation so that man who was created could achieve
Theosis.”

Theosis requires repentance of the passions of our bodies and of our souls, illumi-
nation by the Holy Spirit of our hearts, then, God may gift His uncreated grace to
behold God. What does Almighty God gift? Beholding uncreated glory! Beholding
uncreated light! &. Peter, &. James and &. John, these three Apostles, experienced
this uncreated glory and uncreated light. Three Gospel writers describe this event
as “His face shone like the sun, and His clothes became as white as the light.” Matt.
17:2; “His clothes became dazzling white, whiter than anyone in the world could
bleach them.” Mk. 9:3; and “As He was praying, the appearance of His face changed
and His clothes became as bright as a flash of lighting.” Lk. 9:29. Patriarchs, Proph-
ets, Apostles, Saints, common holy people, and some of us have been gifted to have
experienced this uncreated glory and uncreated light!

Christmas for believers offers an annual rare opportunity to share the true
meaning of Christmas which is the Incarnation, to help expose the seduction and
confusion in the secular world, to expose the secularization and commer cialization
of Christmas, and to not be deceived by “ baby Jesus.” Today, the Lord Jesus Christ is
seated at the right hand of Almighty God, in paradise, and shall return as Lord. Acts
1:11.

In closing, some in humanity may have Christmas as a Jungian ar chetype, as
a universal, archaic symbol and image that derives from the collective unconscious,
as proposed by Carl Jung. However, for many others, Christmas even with its secu-
larization and commercialization, still, annually brings a reminder that Jesus Christ
was bor n to humanity, to save humanity, to renew the earth and to bring a spark of joy
and hope to believers and unbelievers alike.

Our organization, Federation of S5terea Hellas District of lllincis, consists of
eight associations that belong to the larger Federation of S5terea Hellas of
America and Canada. We are a group of Greek-Americans concerned with
Turkey’'s daily threats against Greece. Simply put, tensions in the region have
escalated to the highest point in recent memeory, and a military
confrontation is a disconcerting possibility.

As a historically reliable ally of the United States, Greece has consistently
sought to cultivate and protect the interests of international law-abiding
nations. In contrast, Turkey, under the leadership of its President Recep
Tayep Erdogan, has displayed a complete disregard for international law and
order. Turkey's appetite for military adventurism is evidenced by the
following provocations:

= Freguently and aggressively violating Greek airspace and territorial
waters;

= Weaponizing desperate migrants from war-torn countries with the
intent of destabilizing Greece and Europe, by encouraging them to
cross illegally into Greece;

« Converting Hagia 5ofia, one of the holiest shrines of Christianity and
a UNESCO World Heritage site, from a museum into a mosque; and

= Mobilizing drilling expeditions within Greece’s legally-claimed
Exclusive Economic Zone (EEZ).

We inform you of these provocations because the threat to our motherland,
Greece, has escalated to an alarming level, making us extremely concerned
about what this crisis may bring.

Last year, the United 5tates Congress signed into law the Eastern
Mediterranean Security and Energy Partnership Act (East Med Act)
recognizing Greece's vital importance in the region. The Congress found that
“The United States, Israel, Greece and Cyprus oppose any action in the
Eastern Mediterranean and the Aegean Sea that could challenge stability,
violate international law, or undermine good neighborly relations, and in a
joint declaration on March 21, 2019, agreed to ‘defend against external
malign influences in the Eastern Mediterranean and the broader Middle
East’.” S.1002, Sec.2/(7)

We hope that our United States, a world power committed to fostering
democracy and stability around the globe:

« Use its leverage, and if need be, exert economic pressure to deman
Turkey end its aggressions;

s Uphold its commitment to defend against external malign influence
in the Eastern Mediterranean, pursuant to the law of this country.

European Commission President Ursulavon der L eyen European Council
President CharlesMichel and German Chancellor AngelaMerkel hold anews
conferenceat theend of a EU leader ssummit in Brussels, Belgium, December
11, 2020.

The European Summit postponed substantive decisions that Greece
expected regarding Turkey for March, optinginstead for limited sanctionson
Turkish individuals over Ankara’stransgressionsin the Eastern Mediterra-
nean, against Cyprusin particular.

Nonetheless, Greek Prime Minister Kyriakos Mitsotakis said EU
leaderssent a strict warning to Turkey over itsdrilling activitiesin the East-
ern Mediterranean.

“Sanctions[against Turkey] arenot an end initself,” Mitsotakissaid, add-
ing, however, that the EU will respond with penalties “if Turkey insists on
continuing with this provocative behavior.”

“Turkey is expected to change its ways and it has been understood that
Europe is moving, if at its own pace,” he said, noting that bloc is is united
and " supportsGreeceand Cyprus, it ispresent.”

Although the final text of the European Council’s conclusions regarding
Turkey was an improvement on Wednesday’s original draft, it was however
far from the solid response that Athens wanted.

A seriesof factorsstood in the way of Greece'spursuit of amore substan-
tial responseto Turkish
aggression at the sum-
mit. The Berlin-Rome-
Madrid blocinsisted on
a soft line — with the
Italiansand Spaniards
particularly negative
about the prospect of
new sanctions against
Ankara.

Greece’s position
was further compro-
mised by the apparent
reluctance of France to insist on tougher measures, while Austria, another
strong voice against Ankara’s transgressions, also seemed to be on board
with alessbiting response. What’s more, Turkey wasn’t the only focus of the
summit’s overloaded agenda, which included the Recovery Fund, the
coronavirus pandemic and greenhouse gas emissions.

Kathimerini understands that French President Emmanuel Macron was
apparently convinced by German Chancellor AngelaM erkel’sargument that
the new US administration that will take over on January 20 will lead to a
more moder ate policy on the part of Ankara. Spain and Italy joined forces
on thisling, stressing for the umpteenth time the importance of Turkey for
the EU and the need to “ give diplomacy ancther chance.”

Getting others to
understand us

We Greeks tend to believe that just because we know we’re right about
something, everyone else should as well. But it is a big world we’re living in,
with dozens of disputes and problems. What happens in the Aegean and
Eastern Mediterranean is important to us, but not necessarily to anyone else
beyond a group of politicians, diplomats and experts. And even for them, itis
acomplex, if not complicated issue.

I remember being with a Greek diplomat and trying to explain the name
dispute with Skopje to aforeign official. We entered the discussion believing
that he was fully cognizant of the issue and its sensitive diplomatic aspect. He
turned around at one point and said: “Sorry, | don’t understand what you're
saying. Can you explain the issue from the beginning?” “From which begin-
ning?” we asked. “Maybe from Alexander the Great,” he responded.

No matter how rich our history or geopolitically valuable our area may be,
our problems are atiny dot on a big map as far as outsiders are concerned.

Another bad habit we have is getting bent out of shape when someone
from the outside doesn’t understand our point or disagrees with it. Such
vehement reactions are everywhere on social media right now, even though
it's a futile response. Pseudo-patriotic bombast for the sake of a vote or a
click obviously sells well at home. But what is the strategic advantage of such
an attitude? How does it benefit Greece? How does insulting people and
nations earn Greece any friends?

What we need, therefore, is “extroverted patriotism” and, why not, a mas-
sive national marketing campaign aimed at the players that count the
most. Here at Kathimerini, we felt a duty to contribute to such an effort and
went ahead with two publications, in English so far and later perhaps in other
languages. The first was Greece Is Kastellorizo, dedicated to the history, cul-
ture and people of this small, far-flung island. The second is a “mini-encyclo-
pedia” on Greek-Turkish relations and includes maps, analyses of Greece’s
positions and legal arguments backing them, by Professor Angelos Syrigos
and National Security Adviser Thanos Dokos.

The aim of the publications is to inform aforeign audience —be it decision
makers or people who take an interest in the issue — of what is at stake, what
is really going on and what international legislation has to say about it —
because the point is to get people to understand us, not to make ourselves
feel better.

Opposition parties slam
gov’'t over Brussels result

All opposition parties in Parliament denounced the government on Fri-
day in the wake of the European Council and its conclusions regarding
Turkey.

SYRIZA leader Alexis
Tsipras referred to another
“diplomatic defeat for the
country,” the worst in a
decade. "The government
did notrise to the occasion.
Itis obviously unable to de-
fend the sovereign rights
and interests of the coun-
try,” he said.

The president of Move-
ment for Change, Fofi
Gennimata, stressed that “the case for sanctions against Turkey by the
European Council ended in afiasco for Europe and a defeat for the govern-
ment and the prime minister personally.”

Communist leader Dimitris Koutsoumbas bemoaned the EU’s stance as
“agreen light for the aggression of the Turkish government,” while nationalist
Greek Solution leader Kyriakos Velopoulos slammed the government as “ig-
norant and incompetent.”
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Rhodes planning
to control deer
overpopulation

The number of “platoni,” asubspecies of fallow deer (Dama dama),
living in forested areas of the southeastern Aegean island of
Rhodes has jumped from around 200 a few years ago to more than
5,000, according to a recent census conducted as part of a plan for
their management, in response to the problem caused by their over-
population, mainly in terms of crop damage.

“The solution to the problem is a local management plan which
will be elaborated by the Rhodes Forest Service, which is already
dealing with this issue,” an island deputy governor told the Athens-
Macedonian News Agency, noting that thereis indeed a problem with
the population explosion of deer on the island, which also cause road
accidents.

EU-Turkey, a clash of eras

Afew hours before the leaders of European Union member-states were
to discuss the bloc’s relations with Turkey, Recep Tayyip Erdogan attended
amilitary parade in Baku, celebrating Azerbaijan’s triumph over Armenian
forces (with Turkish assistance).

The European leaders may be divided over whether they should impose
sanctions against Turkey for its belligerence against some of its members,
but Erdogan does not display similar sensitivities: In Thursday’s celebra-
tions, he hailed the name of Enver Pasha, the Ottoman war minister who
played a significantrole in the Arme-
nian genocide, as well as his brother,
who commanded the Islamic Army of
the Caucasus, which occupied Baku
in 1918.

The fact that Thursday was the
United Nations International Human
Rights Day would not have seemed
ironic to Erdogan — he usually pre-
sents aggression as defense of the
rights of Turks, Azeris, or whichever
other nation he seeks to present as the victim of aggression and needing
his protection.

For the Greeks, the tolerance for Turkey shown by other countries —
notably Germany — is inconceivable. The same probably applies to other
nations that carry the scars of Turkish invasions and occupation in their
collective memory, from Ottoman or more recent times. Memories and pain
are the context for every threat and provocation that we see. Erdogan,
meanwhile, combines aggression and complaint to make his followers be-
lieve both that they are threatened and that they have the power to con-
quer their enemies.

While other countries seek to put the past behind them, Erdogan seems
to see the way forward through reviving the turmoil and pain of the past.
He distorts history to cultivate the fantasies that serve him. We Greeks see
this. That is why we cannot understand why others do not share our belief
that limits should be placed on Turkey’s behavior.

The platoni are a protected species found exclusively on theisland and
are inextricably linked to its heritage.ve as to believe that other countries
do not seek to protect their narrow national interests, nor that others see
only how complicated and “sensitive” EU-Turkey relations are. Besides
these factors, though, we can see a lack of imagination: For some it is
impossible, in 2020, to understand that the president of a modern country,
in his business suit, can act like a warlord from the past.

One person who did realize this is James Jeffrey, Donald Trump’s out-
going Syriaenvoy. “Erdogan will not back down until you show him teeth,”
he said in an interview with Al-Monitor last week.

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The story of an innovative navy ‘mafia’

Could anyoneimagine that Hellenic Navy officers would follow the written
advice of an anonymous top Italian mafioso to execute one of the most criti-
cal missions of their careers? Or that in their effort to activate our most
advanced nautical weapons, navy officers would manage to come up with
solutions to serious technological issues at a cost of less than 3% of the
amount demanded by foreign suppliers?

In Greek Kathimerini on November 8, 2020, reporter Vassilis Nedos de-
scribed crucial aspects of the Type 214 submarines’ odyssey and how they
ended up being the superweapons in the conflict against Turkey, even though,
until recently, they had been mocked as the “listing submarines.”

Nedos’ article noted that one could write a separate history of the navy
personnel who innovated in order to solve the huge problems that kept these
submarines from being com-
pleted for years.

This article is the story of
that storied navy team which
applied strange and novel man-
agement principles that the
Mafia itself would envy. It ne-
gotiated with unions, out-
smarted US and German tech
giants and took unprecedented
initiative on a Greek and global
scalein order to finally succeed
in activating the Type 214 sub-
marines, saving the Greek state
tens of millions of euros.

It is 2013. Work at Hellenic
Shipyards has ground to a halt.
Thethree Type 214 submarines
and the one Type 209, under
overhaul, are locked in, their
completion state much less
than the officially acknowledged
80%. Whatever has been com-
pleted has been completed by Hellenic Shipyards under the direction of Ger-
man shipbuilding firm Howaldtswerke-Deutsche Werft (HDW). German and
USfirmsinvolved in the construction of the four submarines are either AWOL
or demanding tens of millions of euros to help. The shipyard workers are
unemployed and owed months of back pay and the unions are pushing for
exorbitant salaries, mostly for some of their favorites, in the midst of a finan-
cial crisis.

Under these desperate conditions, the navy leadership decides to take
matters into its own hands and is given the OK by the civilian leadership to
take over Hellenic Shipyards to complete the construction of the four
subs. Responsibility for this historic mission falls upon the then commander
of the Skaramangas Naval Detachment (SND), an enlightened officer who
proved to have magical powers in managing both personnel and resources.

From its establishment in 1987, SND’s exclusive role was to monitor Hel-
lenic Shipyards’ progress in completing the navy’s procurement programs
and make sure the contractual terms were followed. Overnight, SND morphed
from asimple observer and inspector at the shipyards to manager of all their
operations and personnel.

The first concern of the SND commander was to choose a “dream team”
of line and non-commissioned officers from the Submarine Command who
would be responsible for organizing and managing the construction pro-
gram. This was awise decision, because no one knows the submarines —and
cares for them — more than those who use them and the Submarine Com-
mand is one of the most demanding in its training and contains some of the
navy’s best professionals, like the SND commander himself.

Next, the commander and his team had to ensure the adequate staffing of
the shipyard by rehiring more than 700 laid-off managers, administrative staff
and workers. Here, however, there was the potential for a culture clash,
because naval officers have great experience in managing personnel, but
within the framework of the rules and regulations of the Hellenic Navy. How
could they manage hundreds of civilian employees and the unions?

The commander realized he was facing an unprecedented problem, which
demanded an unprecedented solution. His solution included unusual man-
agement methods and practices, taking advice even from the Mafia. Specifi-
cally, the commander turned for help to the classical management handbook
“The Mafia Manager,” principles of corporate management written by a high-
ranking Italian-American mafioso, which he recommended that all the officers
in his team read. The story of how the team applied the book’s principles is
unique and could easily form the material of a movie script.

Where the navy team really triumphed was in managing the technological
challenges of the construction. The team was splitinto 10- to 20-strong teams
per submarine, each charged with leading and coordinating the workers’
teams on the heaviest building works. Each team also contained line and
non-commissioned officers highly specialized in electronics, who undertook
the most sensitive electronic works themselves, so they could be in com-
plete charge of the management of each vessel’s sophisticated operational
systems.

The naval team realized very quickly that there were huge issues with
supply delays in replacement parts as well as overcharging. For example, a
German firm asked for «60,000 for a power supply that would take months to
deliver. Finally, the navy technicians managed to build it themselves in less
than an hour, with components bought at local stores for less than «1,500.
That is, for 2.5% of the cost charged by the Germans.

There were instances, however, when, after tinkering with very sensitive

electronics, the SND had to ask a big US military equipment producer for
help. The Greek technicians thought they had solved the problem, but,
given the complexity of the system, it was important to get the builder’s
opinion. When the US technician examined the component, he could not
believe the ingenuity of the Hellenic Navy team and took pictures to show
his colleagues. “This has never happened,” he said. “It is the first time
I've seen this component opened; normally, once it leaves the factory,
we never open it again.”

These small, successive triumphs boosted the morale of the navy
officers, who were working at an exhausting pace. But it was worth the
effort, since they saw daily that they had created a well-oiled system that

identified problems and solved
. . o them immediately, and this expe-
m & rience was stored to solve future
- rﬂ;;“-;r"‘* ! . problems faster. Many described
e the experience as the best and
- 3 most satisfying years of their long

navy service careers.

Finally, with the help of the
shipyard technicians, the naval
team managed to activate the first
Greek Type 214 submarine and the
overhauled Type 209 sub within
six months. The rest followed
shortly afterward, saving the
Greek state tens of millions of eu-
ros.

Besides the submarines, this
process had many benefits.

At this moment, the Submarine
Command probably has the best
technologically trained line and
non-commissioned officersin the
world in this very specialized sub-
ject. One of them, still a subma-
rine commander, was responsible for the activation of the electronics
systems of all three Type 214 subs. This particular officer and his team
solved the electronic systems’ compatibility issues that the builders them-
selves could not. If they had worked in the private sector, the young
officer and his team would get huge bonuses. What they did was take
over essentially inactive metal husks that had cost billions and turned
them into vessels respected and feared by the Turkish Navy.

Thework of those involved was recognized by the Hellenic Navy’s top
brass. Some were rewarded by the commander of the service and most
were put into critical posts so that they continued to serve using the
knowledge, the experience and, above all, the flexibility and outside-the-
box thinking that they acquired while trying to activate the submarines.

The knowledge from this unique experience has been transferred to
the crews of all Greek submarines and the Submarine School to be dis-
seminated to all future submarine officers.

Success, though, has been bittersweet, in that capable officers from
the navy, but also the air force and army, are increasingly turning to the
private sector. Officers from the submarine activation program —and not
just that program — have joined the domestic and global private market.
Of course I don’t know how we could solve this. What | do know is that
these people are our ultimate deterrent against an ever-more-aggressive
Turkey, so solving this brain drain should be an immediate priority.

The “mafiaman” himself, the former SND commander who organized
itall, roseto therank of vice admiral and retired in September 2020, aged
57. Maybe he could be put at the helm of a big state agency instead of
staying at home? Maybe his next mission ought to be to set up and
organize aspecial state agency that could train and use similarly capable
and motivated people to those of the submarine “dream team.” They
could be our real superweapons.

Revolutionary technology

Submarines are divided into nuclear and conventional. Nuclear sub-
marines have essentially unlimited autonomy: They can remain submerged
for as long as is operationally desirable — for months, even, in theory,
years.

By contrast, conventional submarines, like the six older Type 209 ones,
use batteries that must be charged every few days. To charge them, the
submarine must be near the surface to be able to use its snorkel to let air
in. The air is needed to operate the battery chargers. During this opera-
tion, the submarines are vulnerable.

The overhauled Type 214 submarines and the newer Type 214s are
fitted with arevolutionary technology that allows them to remain under-
water for over a month, as we saw in the recent tension with Turkey. The
technology works as the reverse of electrolysis, in which a current is
applied to two electrodes to separate the water into its constituent ele-
ments, hydrogen and oxygen. The Type 214 subs combine hydrogen and
oxygen to produce water and electricity, which charges their batteries.
This procedure is quiet and anaerobic —that is no outside air is needed.
Thus, in combination with our crews’ competence, the submarines can
remain undetected.
